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There is ambiguity, perhaps, and more than that, a plain sense of attention. It is as if in an effort to find more
about the world in which we are living, a world where the war on terror is a fact, the artist has finally found a
human face.

But the state lacks all subtlety. Earlier this evening, I read that a six-year-old girl from Ohio, Alyssa Thomas, has
been put on a “no-fly” list. Her father, Santhosh Thomas, a doctor, has readily admitted that Alyssa has probably
been mean to her sister in the past. And added, “She may have threatened her sister, but [ don’t think that
constitutes Homeland Security triggers.” I think Daisy should paint the portrait of this little terrorist.
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
