Job Title: Teach to Learn Science Teacher Leaders

Job Goal:   To develop and teach two science units aligned to the new draft MA science Frameworks in partnership with undergraduate Science Fellows from MCLA and Williams College. 

Program Description: Teach to Learn is a joint science education improvement effort of the North Adams Public Schools, Williams College and MCLA that is investigating the impact of a K-12 postsecondary partnership on science learning for K-7 students and college undergraduates. It is currently under consideration for funding by the National Science Foundation. Elementary teachers and college students will work collaboratively to develop science units and lessons aligned with the new Massachusetts Science & Engineering Standards.
Compensation: Faculty participants will earn 22 science PDPs, be appointed Research Associates at Williams College (which includes access to the college library), receive co-author credit on science units developed (which will be made available to other districts) and receive an $800 stipend.
Responsibilities:

· Participate in two days of professional development in late June along with the college interns on Understanding by Design, and the new Science Frameworks (12 science PDPs awarded)

· Review Science Fellows draft lessons to ensure hand-on science lessons they develop are grade level appropriate and provide feedback onlineand/or in face to face meetings 
· Develop 10-12 literacy-based science lessons or activities as part of a science unit developed jointly with Science Fellows 
· Complete occasional surveys and interviews regarding your experience with the program
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
